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Gas station in the middle of nowhere changed

There was now a food warmer advertising
that they sold breakfast burritos and bean burritos on Wednesdays.
The clerk was an older woman with a gray mullet-type hair cut, like it
wasn't a style choice and she just hadn't changed her hair since 1980.

I don't think I went back in time or anything crazy like that because on
the counter by the register there were sign ups for the annual 2019
meat shoot (for non-country folk, target shooting competition where
the prize is meat).
